Papers should be designed for a 20-minute presentation time [approximately 10 standard double-spaced pages].  The paper should not contain the author's name or institutional affiliation.
Abstracts should be one paragraph, double-spaced, no more than 150 words.  These abstracts should not contain the author's name or institutional affiliation.
Cover sheets should be on a separate sheet, and should contain the title of the paper, the author's name, and the author's institutional affiliation, address, e-mail address, and phone number.
We especially welcome contributions from members of groups often excluded from or marginalized in philosophy, including BIPOC, LGBTQ+ persons, disabled persons, and low-income and working-class people.
