In a unique blend of personal experience and philosophical reflection, I recount my journey from jail in Pittsburgh to California in 2016. As a member of a fourth-generation commercial real estate investment company, I asserted the inherent right to utilize available funds for profit. However, within the confines of a jail environment, a challenge emerged within the company.
Despite the expectation of a harmonious working relationship, I identified an accountant in the office who implemented policies leading to financial losses, which ultimately, also jeopardized my housing security. This non-family member accountant is being paid to institute detrimental policies. It’s my right as someone who bears the name of the company, to directly utilize available funds and call for collaborative efforts to optimize profits.
In advocating for workplace integrity, I requested video surveillance in the office and anticipated potential personal slights. I  firmly asserted the right to fight against unwarranted actions, emphasizing the fight for personal and corporate identity, increased revenue, continued housing, and the company's financial well-being.
This abstract intertwines personal experience with the broader philosophical exploration of crime and justice, urging a deeper examination of ethical dilemmas within corporate structures.
