Time spent with friends is often among life’s great pleasures. Yet occasionally our friends believe something we know is wrong, for example, something racist or homophobic. This paper considers what we should do when our friends believe immoral things. It suggests that we should blame them for their immoral beliefs, not qua friend but qua person in a moral relationship with them. Nevertheless, the paper argues the fact we are friends with them does matter as friendship comes with features that might alter the appropriateness of this blame.
