Individual proposals:

1) Summaries may not exceed 6000 characters (around 800 words), including
notes and spaces. Limit bibliographical references to no more than five.

2) Individual presentations will be 30 minutes long with a 10-minute question
period.

Roundtable proposals:

1) Roundtable summaries may not exceed 6000 characters (around 800 words),
including notes and spaces. It must describe 1) the general ideas of the
presentation (2000 characters), and 2) the title and summary of all contributions,
with the names and the affiliations of all contributors (1000 characters per
contribution).

2) Roundtable discussions will be 2 hours long. We suggest that you plan a
discussion period. A roundtable should have 3 to 5 participants.
