Abstracts should be attached to the paper, should be one paragraph, double spaced, no more than 150 

words.  These abstracts should not contain the author's name or institutional affiliation. 

Cover sheets should be on a separate sheet, and should contain the title of the paper, the author's name, and 

the author's institutional affiliation, address, e-mail address, and phone number.
