We will notify you by early January if you have been selected as a participant for the conference.

In order to encourage informed dialogue, each participant will be requested to submit his or her paper and read the papers of other participants in advance. Full papers suitable for a twenty-minute presentation (no more than 3000 words) will be required no later than Monday, January 28, 2012.  
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
