Papers may focus on any area within political
philosophy, and presentations should take no longer than twenty minutes to allow at least
another twenty minutes of discussion. Papers must be prepared for blind review and files must
be anonymized. Please note that the deadline for registration for anyone who wishes to attend
the conference without presenting a paper is 20™ May 2020.
