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	Jordan Peterson, when it comes to his views on Christianity, offers answers that frustrate many of his followers. Though his writings on the specific subject are limited, there are several lectures and interviews in which individuals ask him to answer the question. Still, he offers responses that seemingly avoid the question altogether. Though views in general are likely to change over time, Peterson has offered consistent answers in many venues. One of these is that he “does not like to be boxed in” with the views of specific groups. On his belief in God, for example, he feels that his understanding is more complex than to categorically say he does or does not. He provides rebuttals such as “what do you mean by belief” what do you mean by God,” and “what do you mean by divinity.” He also places a premium on belief as it relates to the actions of individuals, largely in part to his view that there is an underlying declaration of virtue in those who truly mean that they believe in God. In one lecture, he even goes on to say “I have a lot of things to work on myself before I make such a daring claim of my belief in God,” further suggesting his emphasis on the actions of individuals before claiming belief. How this relates to other statements of his such as “I live my life as if God exists,” and “I am afraid he might exist” are also fascinating considerations in themselves. This essay aims to juxtapose these statements (predominately made before his mental health hospitalization) with the teachings of the Catholic Church specifically, mainly with the Catechism serving as a source of authority. An attempt to reconcile his statements with these teachings will then be made.
