Hence, the study of the millenni-
um-long history of dialogue between philosophy and religions (in ancient Greek
philosophy, Jewish philosophy, Christian philosophy, Islamic philosophy, Reformed
philosophy, etc.), does not appear to be offered in any university programmes,
despite the study being fundamental for creating and sustaining dialogue between
cultures and faiths in the future. The Online Master’s in Philosophy, Theology and
Religions fills all these gaps. This unique programme takes heed of the mutual
relationship between religions and philosophy both from a historical and theoretical
point of view. This Master’s is natively designed online and thus able to cater to
global students. It consists of 120 credit points, with the further possibility of
obtaining a Certificate of Advanced Study (CAS), amounting to only 15 credit points
on specific topics. Our Online Master’s Programme includes the possibility of
receiving a full scholarship and therefore provides easy access to high quality Swiss
education. An international team of leading professors, each of whom are world-re-
nowned specialists in their fields, bestows the programme with unicity and
innovation.
